Regular Care

I Maintenance

Clean and wipe around the bottom rail. Wipe away the sand,
dust, debris and etc. This will protect the rail from the plastic
wear, crack, etc and maintain the smooth movement.

We ask you to clean every once in a while.

Use a water damped cloth to wipe and clean the product.
Read "lWash and Clean" in case the stain does not come off H
with damped cloth.

Color may change and damage the product. Do not use thinner and benzene.

Do not use wire brush or any steel bristle to rub and clean the product.

I Remove the unit
You can remove the unit when out of season or wish to clean.
Hold the stile post with both hands and pull towards the stop
post.

Unit will detach from the anchor plate. Slide slightly above from
the ground and twist the unit on either side while pulling for
removable.

After the unit is detached from the anchor plate, tilt it until the
very top comes out of Top Rail.

I Wash and Clean

1. Open the unit and lean it against the wall.

2. Clean and wipe the place where you are pouring
the water on. Wipe it gently with a very soft brush.

3. After finish cleaning the unit, let it all dry before
attaching the unit back.
